SAFETY BRIEF
· Safety is the number one priority

· Participating team supervisors are responsible for team safety process

· Controllers will observe the safety process closely 

· Yellow barrier tape will designate out of play areas

· Treat this as a real event
· Communications-  we will be using current department/agency systems, radios and frequencies currently in place 
· Media will be escorted by a IEMA or EIU representative to activities determined not to be law enforcement  or fire department sensitive
· All communications should begin and end with “This is an exercise”
· In the event of an emergency or injury, the phrase “Real world emergency” should be used. In addition, you should notify your team leader or supervisor of any injuries
         Law Enforcement Specific-
· Simunitions force on force training rules are in effect

· Establish a safe area for final operations prep to include simunitions loading, this area must be swept for live ammunitions and weapons

· Sweep all vehicles to be used for exercise for live weapons and ammunitions 

· Officers will search own equipment, followed by team leader.  Team leader will be searched by officer
· All simunitions weapons and mags will be verified empty prior to loading

· All simunition ammunition should be in a central location

· Designated ammunition officer hands out simuitions which is verified by the officer

· The scenario will play out all the way through offender collection
· This is not a defensive training exercise, once hands are placed on the role player/shooter, they will not physically fight you, do not hurt the role player/shooter
· If you are shoot by simunition, officers will continue to play, and a analysis will take place after exercise play of where shots occurred  
· Safety gear does not come off until authorized by controller or end of exercise

· Cuff and search all role players/shooters
